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The Dutch organisation Cherry Foundation and the Italian organisation YOBBO decided a year
ago to create a project in which we examine and exchange the differences between life in rural
areas on the countryside and life in cities, connected to what interests you and what you want

to find out regarding this aspect.

In July, 2017 we had an exchange in Italy which was focussed on opportunities in cities. For
this exchange we will focus more on finding out life in the countryside for youth. Meaning:

* To compare job opportunities in rural areas and urban areas.

* To exchange possibilities for you in these areas (e.g. education, free time, sports,
outgoing events, etc.).

* To exchange norms, values, traditions, habits, communication styles between urban and
rural areas.

e To make you aware of different lifestyles in different contexts.

During the exchange you have the chance to explore different lifestyles in different settings
and what facilities it offers for you. You will be able to compare and reflect it back to your
own situation and what opportunities there are in a rural area.

The main emphasis of this exchange is entrepreneurship, meaning how can you take initiative
in your life and future career and how can you find (job) opportunities regarding what you

want in your life and work.

* The exchange is mainly focussed for persons aged between 18 and 23.
* If you want to learn more about (social) entrepreneurship, than this exchange might be

something for you.

* 5 participants per country: 1 group leader + 4 participants




WHAT WILL WE DO?

During the exchange we will use the method ‘learning by doing’. This means that we will be
mainly doing things and then look back on what you did, why you did it and what you got out
of it. This will be done in working together with persons from other countries. During
workshops we will explore what your opportunities and possibilities are. During the workshops
different working methods will be used, like photography, video, simulation game and/or

theatre.

THE EXCHANGE

8 countries will join this exchange, which are Netherlands, Italy, Bulgaria, Lithuania, Croatia,

Romania, Slovenia and Macedonia. From each country there is coming 5 persons, so we will be

with 40 persons in total.




During the exchange we need to maintain and keep the building clean ourselves, a carousel

schema will be made in which everyone is equally involved in cleaning several parts of the

building during the period.
